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1. What is inferring?

Inferring is when you think something is going to happen in the story. You reflect on your reading and figure out the clues that the author leaves you. Authors don’t tell you everything, they expect you to figure some things out.  Uncovering what is not directly stated in the text by combining clues from the text with my own schema. 
2. How do you infer?

 
Read the first and last lines and THINK about what’s important. Ask yourself how you would feel if you were in the story.  Think of a sentence with the word, “probably.” Make sure to look for clues the author leaves you in the story.

3. How does inferring help you better understand what you read?
 
 The author does not tell you everything, you have to infer. Inferring helps you picture the story. It helps you understand how the character feels. Inferring is kind of like figuring out a riddle. It makes it more fun to read. You will miss the best part of the story if you don’t infer. Inferring gives you an idea of what is ACTUALLY going on in the story. It makes you think more about the book.
