1. What does it mean to monitor understanding?

Know what you read and know when you don’t understand it. You use your fix-up strategies or reading “tools” to understand what you read. 


You need to make sure you understand the words that you’re reading and also need to understand the meaning of the passage that you are reading.  


Knowing when I don’t understand and using my fix-up tools to help me.  Don’t be a tacit reader. 
2. What can you do when you don’t understand something you’ve read?

Reread and use your strategies


Read it SLOWLY and carefully by taking it piece by piece. 


Read on. 


Ask questions – yourself or someone else.

Look at the pictures for clues.

Skip it.


Sound it out.


Reread the sentence.

Look for little words inside of a word.

Look in a dictionary/encyclopedia/glossary. 


Google it.


Look for a root word and prefixes/suffixes.
