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1. What does it mean to create sensory images?

When you are reading a text, you are using your five senses (touch, smell, taste, hear, and see) and your heart (feelings) to picture or visualize what is happening in the text. 
By creating S.I. it allows the story to come alive in your mind because you are using details to make the image in your mind. 

The pictures are not always included in the books so we need to create them in our mind. 
2. How do you create sensory images as you read?

Use all of your senses and make a connection to something we have already seen, heard, smelled, felt, touched, or tasted. 

The author gives us descriptive details that we can use to picture the story. 

If you can’t make a picture or picture doesn’t make sense, then go back and reread or ask questions. 
Your visualization should be more like a movie because it is always changing.
